What is an Ace? 
An “ace” is a golf hole played in one stroke where in the ball is holed in 

accordance with the USGA Rules of Golf. 
 

What is a Shot? 
A shot is defined as a “stroke” by the USGA Rules of Golf. 

 
The prize will be awarded on the last day of the Fair February 12, 2006 at 

10:00 PM. The pot will not be split until the last day of the event. 
 

We split the 50/50 for each and every hole-in-one that 
is achieved during this event.
